 Greetings : As field day chairman I would like to take a moment to bring the CFMC 
membership up to speed on my field day plans . Field day is the last weekend of June the 
26th and 27th this year. The "contest" begins at 12 noon on the saturday and runs to 1400 
hours Sunday . The purpose is to prove out the "communications no matter what" motto of 
Amateur radio . We set up  an impromptu radio site, and try to make as many contacts as is 
possible during the "contest" period . Most of the Operations are on HF , and as We will be 
using the club call signs of WA9ORC , any licensed op can operate on HF . I know some of 
you are constrained to vhf/uhf operations due to living arrangements and this is a great way 
to experience the HF bands , using some basic equipment . We would particularly like to see 
volunteer operators between the hours of 8pm and the early morning . There is nothing like 
the thrill of operating the low bands in the dead of night and I plan to have some pretty 
competitive gear available to make your effort worth it . If you would like to gain some 
experience in setting up a station like this , We will be at the field-day site about 10 am 
Saturday stringing antennas up thru trees and hopefully setting up a triband three element 
HF beam on a bucket truck . running power cords, firing up W9XB's logging computer, and 
setting up the two HF stations I will bring to the site .

I will have a a spare power 
supply (bringing 3 - 12 volt supplies ) available to assist you if required . In conjunction with 
Field day,   CFMC will have a club picnic and a "potluck barbeque". Mr Tom Stobble and the 
rest of the Board members invite you to Bring Your own grill, food and refreshments , to the 
field day site located in River Grove. This is the same place as last year just west of 
Thatcher/Cumberland  on Grand Ave in River Grove .  It should be fun and I hope to see you 
there . I would like to extend my thanks to Phil N9PA for arranging the bucket truck and 
field day location again this year  as well as Radio Rick's generous donation of computer and 
software for the logging. Finally, a thanks to Tina KC9CMO and Bob KA9SAR for asking me 
to again run the field-day follies.
